I typically read several of
these magazines each month, and I have since IÕve been able
to read. I love the articles, I really do, in spite of the pretty
pictures of sleekmachines and enticing tracks. Because Ican
appreciatethetechnical information,thenewsofnewfeatures
and styling,and the opinion pieces where controversial issues
are sorted out.

There are some great journalists in the automotive world.
Brock Yates, Csaba Csere, Peter Egan, John Phillips, Satch
CarlsonandSam Smithcometomind. And thesepublications
havestoodthetest of time,Car andDriver recentlycelebrated
its 60th anniversary.

Manyof you
are subscribers to the Rennlist which is a great forum for all

things Porsche,manyhavepurchased
equipment from Rennlineor evenhave
aCarreraRSwhichstands for Rennen
Sport or Racing Sport. So with that
automotivehistoryswirling in myhead
I unabashedly integrated Renn and
Lesenwhichtranslatedliterallymeans
raceread. WhiletheUrbanDictionary
defines ÒrennÓas a girl with red hair
and a fierce personality, I assure you
that my use in the title of this column
sticks to the traditional technical
definition from the birthplace of our
cars.

T h e R e n n L e s e n

T h e R e n n L e s e n
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The Formative Years
ThiseveningÕsstorybeginsinasmallvillageintheBohemianforests,
in 1875. For at least five generations the Porsche familyhad lived
andworkedinthisarea,asskilledtradesmenÉweavers,carpenters,
tailors, and tinsmithsÉaround the local market town of
Reichenberg, later the Czech town of Liberec. Anton Porsche had
been born in 1845, finished his apprenticeship, and established
himself in Maffersdorf, as a tinsmith. Anton and his wife Anna had
fivechildren. The first,a son Anton,was toeventuallyrun the family
business. As a young apprentice, son Anton was injured in an
accident at workanddiedsoonafter. Theroleof learning the family
craft and carrying on the family business then fell to Anton and
AnnaÕs second son (third child), Ferdinand, born in September of
1875. FerdinandÕs
apprenticeship began
when he was fifteen.

It wasasourceofgreat
frustration to Anton
that FerdinandÕs true
interest was not in the
metal fabrication work
of thetinsmith. Instead,
he spent much of his
time (wastefully, in his
fatherÕs eyes)
c o n d u c t i n g
experiments with
electricity. At this time,
they did not even have
electricity in
MaffersdorfÕs peasant
sur r oundingsÉnot
even in the nearest
sizeable city of
Reichenberg! No one
could understand why Ferdinand wanted to spend time with
electricityÉor even how he knew that electricity existed. Anton
Porsche was a harsh and strict father, and he forbade Ferdinand
everything that was unrelated to the tinsmithÕs craft. In kind,
Ferdinand had a fierce temper and devotion to his interests. He
continued tocarryon his experiments in batteryconstruction after
work hours in the attic of the familyhome (some have said with his
motherÕs tacit approval, although it is unlikely that she would have
challenged Anton directly by openly encouraging FerdinandÕs
interest).

When Anton finally discovered FerdinandÕs attic works, he

destroyedall thebatteries bystampingon them. Acidsquirted
out from thebatteries and severelyburned both his newboots
andhisskin. Youcanimaginethat Antonwasthenmadder than
ever. At this point mother Porsche tenderly managed the
question of whether perhaps Ferdinand should be sent to a
specialschool inVienna,topursuewhat appearedtobehis true
interests. Anton continued to believe that Ferdinand should
remain apprenticed to him and become a tinsmith. His
compromisewas that Ferdinandcould takeeveningclasses at
the Imperial technical school in Reichenberg and that his
experiments would be tolerated. One evening a bit later Anton
returnedhomeafter workto findhis houseablazewith light. At
eighteen, Ferdinand had designed and built a generator, a
switchboard, distribution network, incandescent lighting, door

chimes, and even an intercom system. The only other
electric light available in the village was at the large carpet
factory. At this point Anton began to groom FerdinandÕs
younger brother, Oskar, as his successor in the family
business, and Ferdinand was freed to move to work and
study in Vienna.

Apparently Ferdinand had been paying more attention to
his experiments than his studies. His grades at the
technical school in Reichenberg were not sufficient to gain
him admission totheuniversityinVienna. Thereheworked
for amanufacturer of electricalequipment andmachinery,
keeping the machinery oiled and the floors swept. After
workhewouldsneakinto the lectures at theuniversity,and
was repeatedly recognized and thrown out. Eventually he
was promoted to the design office at work, and university
officials weresufficientlyimpressedwithhis determination
that theylet him stayfor the lectures. He was not allowed
to take exams and officially receive a degree, however.

Rise to Fame
JacobLohner ownedanAustrianfirm andwascoachbuilder to
His Royal and Imperial Majesty (of Austria). He had begun to
switch from horse drawn carriages to automobiles. In 1898
Lohner decided that the internal combustion engines were too
noisyand smellyfor his customers,and he wished to switch to
a batterypowered electric car. This was right up FerdinandÕs
alley, and he applied and was hired.

Onedifficultyof batterypoweredautomobiles in1898 was the
same as todayÉthe weight of the batteries. To address this,
Porschecameupwithadesign that wouldeliminatetheweight
and inefficiencies associatedwithpower transfer to thedriving

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wheels, i.e. transmission, gears, and driveshafts. Porsche
came up with an idea of putting individual electric motors
directly on the driving wheels. He then constructed a Lohner
Electric with this design. Lohner sent Porsche and the car to
the1900 UniversalExpositioninParis. Porschedemonstrated
thecar ona test run toVersailles andback,andhis designwas
awarded a grand prize. At 25,
Porsche was famous. I would also
like to note that this 1898 design of
Ferdinand Porsche was also used in
the General Motors EV-1. You may
recall this futuristic looking two-
seater introducedwithgreat fanfare
in 1996. I saw and had the
opportunitytodriveoneof thesecars
at a special display at the Atlanta
Olympics. While not officially
claimingtheconcept ofhubmounted
electric motors as their own,theGM
engineers did describe it as one of
the carÕs innovations and certainly
did not describe it as a design first
created and implemented nearly
100 years before.

Later in 1900, Porsche developed
and personally drove a racing
version of what had become known
astheLohner-Porschecar. Thebest
knowntest inAustriafor motorcyclesandcarswasat that time
a section of the Semmering road, near Vienna. This road was
exactly10km long, had an altitude differential of 400 m, for a
1 in 25 average incline,was dusty,and had a number of sharp
curves. Therecordprior toPorscheÕsrunwas23 minutesand
27 seconds. His timewas 14 minutes and 52 seconds, for an
averagespeedof more than40 kph. This was widelyviewedas
a sensational achievement and further contributed to
PorscheÕs fame.

At this point Iwould like to add a couple of observations about
the role and nature of automobile racing earlyafter the turn of
the century. The design and development of automobiles was
very much an arena of experimentation. There were many
radically different designs. There were literally hundreds of
manufacturers. Therace trackat the timewas an opportunity
for the designs to be compared directly and for the winning
designs and designers to gain fame and financial support for
their production operations. That is a far cry from the rolling
billboards of today. In Daytona, for example, the cars running
under the manufacturersÕnames are far from anything being
produced. TodayÕs Òstock carsÓare different from their
production namesakes in that they are driven by rear wheels
insteadof front,havefewer doors,different engines,electronic,
and fuel systems, all have the same tube chassis, irrespective
of manufacturer brand, and even sport paste-on headlight

decals instead of the real thing. While there is certainlya contest
underway in todayÕs racing, it is a contest against rules written to
provideequalperformance. Theeffectivenessof thoserules isseen
inmanycarsbeing literallyinchesapart on thelast lapof a500 mile
race. In contrast,Porsche believed in the value of auto racing as a
testbed for engineering solutions. It is myguess, however, that he

must alsohaveenjoyed
the sport of it to be as
good a driver as he
was.

As I noted earlier, one
of thedisadvantagesof
electric autos was the
weight of thebatteries.
Batteries for one
street model of the
Lohner electric
weighed four thousand
pounds. This problem
of battery weight led
Ferdinand Porsche to
one of his great early
a u t o m o t i v e
breakthroughs. He
installed an ordinary
gasoline engine and a
generator to feed
current to the wheel-

hub electric motors. This car was lighter, quicker, and more
compact,and it still avoided the power and reliability losses of gear
trains anddrivebelts. Porschecalled this aÒmixeddriveÓdesign. In
todayÕs market we see manymanufacturers offering their version
of aÒhybridÓdesign,withan electric generation system andelectric
motors mounted to thehubs. LikeGM in thecaseof its EV-1, these
manufacturersdonot giveFerdinandPorschecredit for developing
the hybrid design concept nearlyone hundred years ago.

PorscheÕsmixeddrivecar wasagreat success. Orderscamefrom
as far awayas EnglandandPrussia. German generals drove them.
Porschetookgreat pride in thefact that as areservist in theFourth
Regiment of the Imperial Infantry he chauffeured the Austrian
commander-in-chief,ArchdukeFranzFerdinand,in1902,inacar of
his own design (and at the age of 27). Lohner was happy, orders
were rolling in, and he saw little need for the cost of additional
improvements. Porsche split.

The author would like to note that this paper was written 17 years
ago (as noted in the title section), so there is a substantial amount
of more recent historymissing. The primaryvalue of the paper is
a historical perspective, however, and that still stands.

Atlanta. Porsche Cars North America, Inc. (PCNA), importer
anddistributor intheUnitedStatesof thePorsche918 Spyder,
911, Boxster, and Cayman sports cars, Macan and Cayenne
SUVs,and thePanamera four-door sports sedan line-up,today
announced November 2014 sales of 4,699 vehicles. For the
year, PCNA has delivered 43,732 vehicles in the U.S., an
increase of 11.9 percent over the same time period in 2013
(39,077).

"This sets a new record for sales in a month for PCNA,
outpacing the previous record of 4,609 vehicles, which was
reached in May of this year," Joe Lawrence, Executive Vice
President and Chief Operating Officer, commented on
November sales.

November marks the first month thecomprehensivelyrevised
2015 Cayenne models were available, reflected in 1,619
Cayenne vehicle deliveries. There were 925 deliveries of 911
sports cars. The Macan had another strong month with
November sales of 987 units, while demand continues to

exceed availability. Boxster and Cayman sales yielded 656
combined deliveries. It was proudlyannounced at the Los Angeles
Auto Show that the order books for the 918 Spyder have been
closed. As expected, the leading market for orders is the United
States.
